Purpose: The overall aim of this study is to investigate fat-free mass accretion as a dynamic bioindicator of nutritional status in the NICU. The specific aims involve establishing a new fetal reference for fat-free mass that covers the entire spectrum of preterm gestational ages, from 23 to 35 weeks, and using this reference to define targets for fat-free mass accretion that are based on neurodevelopmental outcomes.
